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Introduction

Installation notes

The faucets in this range are single flow (hot and cold water mix in the 
body) and should therefore be supplied with hot and cold water at 
balanced pressures. If the faucets are not supplied at balanced 
pressures then the mixer will not function correctly.
The minimum water pressure required for these faucets is  psi. The 
maximum water pressure is  psi beyond which pressure reducing 
valves must be .
The faucets are fitted with turn ceramic disc cartridges which 
provide a good flow rate with very smooth movement.
IMPORTANT: Please read these instructions carefully before you 
begin and retain for future reference. These instructions have been 
prepared for your guidance, you must exercise due care at all 
times. 

Note: Damage claims cannot be made 
during or after installation.

Dimensions

Tools required

The installation must comply with all plumbing codes including local 
codes and be installed by a licensed plumbing contractor. 

WARNING! Before installing a new faucet it is essential that the supply 
pipes are thoroughly flushed in order to remove any remaining debris, 
solder or other impurities. Failure to carry out this simple procedure 
can cause problems or damage to the working of the faucet.

urn off the main water supply before connecting to any existing 
pipework or doing any maintenance.
WARNING! Please check for any hidden pipes and cables, electric 
or otherwise before drilling holes in a wall

Flow rate



Shut off  water heating system then, with  main water 

Spout
Apply a narrow bead of  to the back edge of the cover 

plate and place around the main outlet.

Attach spout and tighten until spout is vertical.

Use tape to achieve a watertight seal.

Sleeve
Install the sleeve by sliding it over the spindle and secure with the 

retained long cover screws.
Handle

Apply narrow bead of  to the back edge of the collar and 
press into position.

Place the handles onto the sleeve and secure using a hexagonal 
key.

Push fit the cover caps.

ATTENTION Check all new connections for leaks. 
Turn on the main water supply, close all faucets except the new 

mixer and as the system refills, check for leaks.

Once satisfied there are no leaks, switch on the heating system.

Cleaning the �ow cartridge
The concealed flow cartridge should give trouble free service

servicing is a straight orward process.

To remove the �ow cartridge
With  water supply turned o�, carefully remove the cover cap 

and using a hexagonal key loosen the screw but do not remove.

Pull off the handle and unscrew the collar.

Using a 7/8” wrench, unscrew and remove the flow cartridge.

Wash the flow cartridge with clean running water, dry and lightly 
grease the seal, (only use silicone grease).

Replace the flow cartridge followed by the nut, collar and handle.
